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[SYNOPSTIS]

This study adopts a sociological view of the high school entrance examination
as one of the selection systems in society and clarifies the educational and social
effects of this system in detail through a survey. Given that the high school
entrance selection system differs from prefecture to prefecture, we aimed to reach
more probable findings by comparing two prefectures.

To achieve this objective, a questionnaire survey of randomly selected first-
year high school students in Tokyo and Prefecture X in the surrounding rural area
was conducted in August 2022. While the survey itself was conducted with
various research funds combined, the research specifically funded by this grant
allowed us to focus on regional comparisons. Specifically, we selected 1,000
people in Tokyo and 500 in Prefecture X. The valid response rate was 51.6%,
which is very high for a mail-based survey, and we were able to obtain reliable
data.

Using this data, this report presents the results of a basic analysis of the
following points: the general situation of educational awareness and behavior in
the surveyed areas (Chapter 1), regional differences in the career decision
process (Chapter 2), regional differences in school reports and scores (Chapter
3), analysis of attitudes toward other selection systems (Chapter 4), and who are
concerned about school reports and scores (Chapter 5). The data newly reveal
the reality of regional differences in high school entrance examinations. We plan

to continue returning the research results to society in the future.
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
